Included meals: breakfast, lunch, dinner

Cruise along the Weddell Sea off to the east

coast of the Antarctica Peninsula.

• View the Erebus & Terror Gulf filled with

resting icebergs

• Enjoy an included lunch aboard the ship

Day 10: Antarctic Peninsula & the South

Shetland Islands

Included meals: breakfast, lunch, dinner

Cruise along the Antarctic coast in the Gerlache

Strait and gaze in awe at the towering sea cliffs

lining the Lemaire and Neumayer Channels. You'll

also enjoy an included lunch aboard the ship.

Depending on your ship’s itinerary, you may:

• Discover the gentoo penguin rookery and the

towering icebergs of Cuverville Island

• Venture into the placid waters of Paradise Bay,

where the sea serves as a mirror for the

surrounding mountains

• Visit Elephant Island, site of Shackleton's

famous rescue story (visit is dependent on your

ship’s itinerary)

• Enjoy an included lunch aboard the ship

Perón, the former First Lady of Argentina

• Make your way past the National Museum of

Fine Arts and the beautiful parks and gardens of

Palermo

• Drive along 9 de Julio Avenue, the widest

street in the world

• Explore Plaza de Mayo, site of the May

Revolution in 1810, and enter the neoclassical

Metropolitan Cathedral

• Enjoy free time in the La Boca neighborhood,

where the influence of Italian settlers can still be

felt today

This afternoon, relax in a dayroom before

transferring to the airport to board your

overnight flight home, or extend your stay to

explore Buenos Aires.

Experience the folklore of the

region through music, dance, and a horse-riding show

as gauchos (traditional ranch hands) show off their skills

in the center of the ring, or sortija.
