Charleston, South Carolina → 3
nights

Day 1: Arrival in Charleston

Welcome to South Carolina! Transfer to your

hotel and get settled in. Then, the rest of the day

is free for you to relax or explore the city.

• Enter the carefully preserved Eliza House and

learn more about the lives of the Middleton

slaves

Then, enjoy

free time to walk along the quaint streets and see the

city's historic candy-colored homes. Please note: This

excursion is seasonal and runs February through

November.

Day 5: Southern Dinner & Music

Start your evening with some authentic southern

cooking, from fried chicken to fresh seafood to

Lowcountry boil. Then, head to the historic Savannah

Theatre for an evening of theatrics. Having opened its

doors in 1818, the theatre has hosted many famous

players through the years, including Sarah Bernhardt

and Oscar Wilde.

Day 6: Lowcountry Cuisine Cooking Demonstration

Today, join a local chef for a deep dive into Lowcountry

cuisine, from its history to its signature ingredients,

flavors, and cooking techniques. Sidle up to the counter

as your chef demonstrates how to make Lowcountry

staples, examples of which include black-eyed-pea

salad, fried green tomatoes, cheddar-and-herb biscuits,

and shrimp and grits. As the dishes come together,

you'll have a chance to chat with your chef about the

origins of Lowcountry cuisine, where local chefs source

rice, vegetables, she-crabs, and other typical

Lowcountry ingredients, and how different historical,

cultural, and other influences have shaped Lowcountry

cuisine into what it is today.
