You'll pass the oceanfront Flamengo Park
as you cruise by the Botafogo and Urca neighborhoods,
where citywide icons like Sugarloaf Mountain and
Fortaleza de Sao Jo3o stand tall. Then, make your way
across Guanabara Bay, the second largest in Brazil, to
Niteréi. This neighborhood sits across from Rio de
Janeiro and you'll see the white-sand beaches,
imposing Fortaleza de Santa Cruz, architecturally
unique Contemporary Art Museum from the comfort of
the boat. Next, sail past Fiscal Island and Villegagnon
Island, just two of the more than 130 islands located in
the bay. Admire views of the Modern Art Museum and
snap your final photos of the beautiful Brazilian skyline
from the boat before disembarking and transferring
back to your hotel. Please note: We recommend
dressing accordingly based on the weather and taking
the proper precautions if you are prone to seasickness.
