Day 3: Glendalough

$69CAD/$79CAD* (5 hours, departure time varies)
County Wicklow has some of the wildest and most
spectacular mountain scenery in Ireland, as well as
many of the country’s most important historic sites.
Journey through Wicklow’s captivating landscapes to
Glendalough, which became famous throughout Europe
as a center of Christian learning. Saint Laurence O’Toole
became the Abbot of Glendalough in 1154 and worked
to bring the Irish Church closer to the Roman Church.
You'll learn more about O’Toole, who went on to
become the Archbishop of Dublin, and his work in
Glendalough as you visit St. Kevin's Cross, the remains
of the sixth-century cathedral, and the remarkable
Round Tower. Your Tour Director will lead you on a tour
of the site, and then you'll enjoy free time.

Day 5: Bunratty Castle Banquet Dinner

Enjoy a feast fit for a king inside medieval Bunratty
Castle.
