Day 9: Departure

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Day 3: Windsor Castle

$175CAD (5 hours, departs in the afternoon)

Led by a Blue Badge Guide, you’ll travel to Windsor for

a guided tour of the world’s largest and longest-

inhabited castle. Founded by William the Conqueror in

1070, Windsor has been the British Royal Family’s

preferred retreat for the past 900 years. Step inside the

State Apartments and St. George’s Chapel, where

knighting ceremonies of the Most Noble Order of the

Garter take place. View the exhibit of royal treasures

within the castle. You’ll then have time to stroll through

the town of Windsor and have a look at Eton College, a

prestigious prep school attended by Princes William and

Harry. Please note: When the Windsor Castle excursion

falls on a Wednesday, entrance will be replaced by an

excursion to Hampton Court. For any departures where

the Windsor Castle excursion falls on a Tuesday, the

excursion will be moved to another day on tour or

cancelled. Additionally, St. George’s Chapel is closed to

the public on Sundays. This excursion requires advance

reservation and must be booked at least 20 days prior

to departure.

Day 4: Stonehenge & Salisbury

$215CAD (7 hours, departs in the morning)

After a scenic drive through gently rolling countryside,

arrive at Stonehenge, a UNESCO World Heritage Site

and one of England’s most recognizable icons. Get an

informative overview of the its history at the visitor’s

center before exploring the monument. Then, head to

the nearby town of Salisbury to peruse its famed

Charter Market and visit Salisbury Cathedral, home to

one of the four surviving original copies of the Magna

Carta. This excursion requires advance reservation and

must be booked at least 20 days prior to departure.

Day 5: Kensington Palace & Afternoon Tea

$190CAD/$200CAD* (4.5 hours, departs late

morning)

Nestled in Kensington Gardens on the corner of Hyde

Park, Kensington Palace has served as the London

residence for members of the Royal Family for hundreds

of years. Explore the palace’s elaborate State

Apartments before making your way to the adjacent

Orangery for a traditional afternoon tea, served with

finger sandwiches, scones, and Cornish clotted cream.

Day 6: Tower of London

$149CAD (3 hours, departs in the morning)

Enter the Tower of London, a UNESCO World Heritage

Site famous for its dark history of treason,

imprisonment, and beheadings. With a local Blue Badge

Guide leading the way, you’ll explore the nooks and

crannies of this royal castle, seeing ancient coin

collections, suits of armor, and the glittering Crown

Jewels as you go. Explore exhibitions about the Royal

Mint and old armaments before watching a live

historical reenactment and visiting the White Tower.

This excursion requires advance reservation and must

be booked at least 20 days prior to departure.

Extension excursion options

Day 7: Thames River Cruise & Pub Dinner

$175CAD (5 hours, departs in the afternoon, dinner

included)

Step aboard a riverboat for a cruise down the Thames

and take in views of the London skyline, Tower Bridge,

Southbank, and more from the water. As you travel from

Tower Pier to Westminster Pier, you'll snap photos of

Shakespeare's Globe, the National Theatre, and Jubilee

Gardens before disembarking and taking a tour through

the Covent Garden area of the West End. Then, sit

down for a three-course dinner including beer or wine

at a local pub. This excursion requires advance

reservation and must be booked at least 20 days prior

to departure.
