San Sebastian — 2 nights

Day 5: San Sebastian via Pamplona

Included meals: breakfast, lunch, tasting, dinner

Board a train and travel through the Aragon and

Navarra regions to Pamplona, which is located in

Basque Country, and get to know the old city on

« Eat Basque-style tapas, known as pintxos,
and sip txakoli, a locally-produced white
wine, during a light lunch

« Pass Plaza de Toros and walk along the
Running of the Bulls route

« Admire Pamplona Cathedral and Pamplona

cider house in the city for an included dinner

Day 6: Sightseeing tour of San Sebastian

culinary capital of Spain.

« Pass by Playa de la Concha and make your
way through the Old Quarter

« Gaze at the balconies that once held the
ringside seats for bullfights at Plaza de la
Constitucion

. Get a taste of Basque culture as you eye the
fresh catches at the fish market

. See the best places to pintxos hop and hear
the best way to order this regional version of
tapas

« Enjoy a tasting of Idiazabal cheese and gilda,
a typical pintxos made of olives, peppers,

anchovies, and olive oil

La Rioja Region — 2 nights

Day 7: La Rioja Region via Bilbao

the city.

« Visit the City of Wine complex at the
Marqués de Riscal wine cellars

. Take a tour of the gorgeous vineyards and
view the hotel designed by the innovative
architect Frank Gehry

« Sip several Rioja tempranillo wines while
nibbling on traditional Spanish tapas

Day 3: Gaudi's Barcelona: Park Giiell & La Sagrada
Familia

$159CAD/$169CAD* (4 hours, departs in the
afternoon)

On today’s excursion, discover the magnificent works of
Antoni Gaudi, the famed Spanish architect known for
his bold, distinct designs. Park Guell is the first stop.
Your guide will lead you through the park, which
contains stunning buildings, intricate stonework, and
colorful mosaics. At the top of the park, marvel at the
brilliant views of Barcelona. Next, step inside the
Sagrada Familia. Gaudi’s unfinished Sagrada Familia has
been under construction for more than 100 years. As he
famously said, his patron—God—was in no hurry to see
it finished. The massive cathedral highlights Gothic
elements with the beauty of light and movement. The
colorful stained glass windows are a site to behold and
you'll learn all about the architectural features and
history of the church during your visit. Please note: The
order of activities may vary.

Day 7: Logroiio Food Tour: Tapas & Wine

Follow a local guide on a culinary tour of Logrofio, the
capital of Spain’s La Rijoa region. You'll walk along Calle
del Laurel, a bustling street lined with tapas bars and the
city’s hot spot for great food. Stop at three different
tapas bars to taste local specialties paired with a glass
of wine, and learn about Spanish cuisine from your
expert guide.

Day 10: Madrid Flamenco Show

Flamenco is a passionate, seductive art form exclusive
to Spain, and you’ll experience the clapping, singing,
and stamping of this celebrated tradition during a live
show in Madrid. This Andalucian style of dance
combines guitar playing (toque), song (cante), and
rhythmic handclaps (palmas). A light dinner of tapas will
be served alongside local wine at a nearby restaurant
before the expressive, dramatic, colorful performance.

Extension excursion options

Day 14: Landscapes & Flavors of Sierra de Aracena
$189CAD/$199CAD* (6 hours, departs in the morning
with lunch)

Set out to discover the beautiful countryside of
Andalusia. You'll leave Seville and make your way
through the hills and valleys to Sierra de Aracena
National Park. Along the way, stop in the village of
Jabugo, where you'll taste delicious jamon ibérico
(Iberian ham) and learn from an artisan producer how
it's cured. Then, head to the town of Castafio del
Robledo and enjoy a lunch of local specialties.
